PRELIMINARY INJUNCTION ORDER

Plaintiff NBA Properties, Inc. (“Plaintiff” or “NBAP") filed a Motion for Entry of a
Preliminary Injunction against the fully interactive, e-commerce stores' operating under the
seller aliases identified in Schedule A to the Complaint and attached hereto (collectively,
“Defendants”) and the online marketplace accounts identified in Schedule A (the “Online
Marketplaces”). After reviewing the Motion and the accompanying record, this Court
GRANTS Plaintiffs Motion in part as follows.

This Court finds Plaintiff has provided notice to Defendants in accordance with the
Temporary Restraining Order entered January 24, 2025, [34] (“TRO"), and Federal Rule of
Civil Procedure 65(a)(1).

This Court also finds, in the absence of adversarial presentation, that it has personal

junisdiction over Defendants because D efendants directly target their business activities toward
